Case Study Taster Session:  Invitation

As part of this event we will be holding a case study taster session, which is an opportunity for delegates to present and share a project they have developed and/or worked on with a small number of people in a round table discussion (of around 6-8 people).  
The aim of this session is:

· To explore the relevance of the impact agenda for those working in University Museums and academics

· To showcase different approaches to evaluation, and how these might be used to improve and/ or assess impact

· To discuss how mutually beneficial partnership working between museum staff and researchers can support impactful engagement

The case study leader (or presenter)  has 10-15 minutes to introduce the project, following which there will be an opportunity for discussion with the delegates (for around 15- 20 minutes). We are keen to ensure that key stakeholders in the project are involved in the development of taster case studies, and their presentation. 
Applications are invited for those interested in presenting a short informal case study of evaluation in practice. These should introduce a project or activity where evaluation has proved effective and be the basis for delegates to:

· Share and learn from other delegates

· Learn more about the impact agenda

· Develop effective strategies for evaluating their own work

· Network with others

We will be looking for applications that show how their case study

· has relevance (i.e. delegates both from the academic community and university museums, can  learn and share from it)

· clearly relates to the impact agenda

· includes explicit mention of effective strategies for evaluating work
